John M. Anderson: Son of Niels and Amelia Peterson Anderson, was born in Moroni, Utah 31 May 
1877. He moved with his parents to Vermillion, Sevier Co. when he was not yet one year old, here 
he went to school and grew to active manhood, he was active in church and in dramatics, and music, 
he played the roll of the Negro misterel many times, he also played in the band. 
 
He married Dorthea G. Christiansen of Mayfield, Utah, 19 Dec. 1900, in the Manti Temple, they 
made their home in Mayfield, where Mr. Anderson was engaged in farming and [he] bought [a] 
ranch of 350 acres in Gunnsion. Here he raised pure bred sheep and raised and fed several thousand 
head of sheep for sale in the [Pamona], California, Kansas City, Missouri, and Chicago, Illinois stock 
markets.
